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The efforts of Aboriginal leader William Cooper are to be recognised  
 

AN Aboriginal elder is about to make history by becoming the first indigenous Australian to be honoured with his own memorial 

and garden at the Yad Vashem Holocaust Museum in Jerusalem. 
 

Following a year-long examination of records, historians at Yad Vashem have approved the memorial for the late William Cooper, 

who led a protest march in Melbourne against the treatment of Jews in Germany only weeks after Kristallnacht in 1938. 
 

The memorial will be the Entrance Gate Garden at the entrance of the huge Yad Vashem complex. 
 

Yad Vashem receives about one million visitors a year - about 600,000 from overseas and 400,000 from inside Israel - so the 

positioning of the memorial means a large number of people will be exposed to the story of Cooper. 
 

The memorial will be in acknowledgment of Cooper leading a protest after the notorious 1938 pogrom in Nazi Germany. 
 

On November 9, 1938, in a state-sponsored reign of terror which came to be known as Kristallnacht - the night of broken glass - 

Jews in Germany were targeted for killings or bashings, and Jewish businesses and homes were smashed. 
 

Cooper, from Footscray in Melbourne's western suburbs, was secretary of the Australian Aborigines League and it appears he had 

seen reports in Melbourne's papers about Kristallnacht and gathered as many people as he could for a protest. 
 

On December 6, 1938, they walked down Collins Street to the German consulate where they attempted to present a petition to the 

German consul-general, D.W. Dreschler. Dreschler would not take the petition but the protest caused a stir. The petition protested 

the "cruel persecution" of Jews in Germany. 
 

The decision to approve the memorial dedication follows a year of representations by Albert Dadon, a leading Melbourne 

businessman and founder and chair of the Australia Israel Cultural Exchange.  The ceremony to open the memorial will be held on 

December 15.

                               1.  Islamic Jihad Decides to Resume Suicide Attacks 
 

The Islamic Jihad terror organization announced on Sunday [August 1] a decision to resume suicide terror attacks against Israel 

from the West Bank [Judea and Samaria], although they also acknowledged that will be very difficult, due to security coordination 

between Israel and the Palestinian Authority, according to the Jerusalem Post.  
 

Islamic Jihad members have carried out suicide bombings in Israel in the past, but noted that such operations require training and 

explosives preparation, areas of concern for them in light of the improved security situation.  They also pointed to the arrest of 

would-be suicide bombers as another reason for the difficulty of engaging in terror attacks from the West Bank.  The Jerusalem Post 

said the statement by Islamic Jihad to return to West Bank terror was in response to Israeli air strikes in Gaza, which in turn were in 

response to rocket attacks against Israel from the Gaza Strip.

               2.  Americans Call Lebanese Attack on IDF "Unjustified" 
 

The United States on Wednesday [August 4] issued open criticism of the Lebanese Armed Forces (LAF) cross-border shooting 

attack on Israeli soldiers that took place on Tuesday [August 3], while noting they are still waiting to learn all the facts.  Spokesman 

Philip Crowleyé. expressed their regret at the loss of life in the incident, as an Israeli soldier and multiple Lebanese were killedé.  
 

Despite his critique of Lebanon, Crowley mentioned repeatedly the need to gather more information to fully understand what 

happened.  The incident occurred as Israel was engaging in what Israel Defense Forces (IDF) spokeswoman Lt. Col. Avital 

Leibovich called routine maintenance work done "on a regular basis" on the Israeli side of the border.  She then said that sniper 

squads from the LAF opened fire on the IDF thereé. "Weôre talking about a well-planned provocation."

Rocket Explodes in Heart of Ashkelon 
 

A rocket fired from the northern Gaza Strip town of Beit Hanoun exploded in the heart of a populated area in the southern city of 

Ashkelon on Friday morning [July 30].  Two people suffered shock.  Two empty floors of an apartment building, several cars and a 

nearby pavement sustained damage.  Many windows were shatteredé.  "We heard the siren and ran into the fortified room," says 

Dudi Ben-Shlush, who lives on the fourth floor of the building hit by the rocket. 
 

Friday's rocket was fired on the backdrop of attempts to launch direct negotiations between Israel and the Palestinians.  The Hamas 

movement issued a statement on Thursday criticizing the Arab nations' support for the resumption of direct talks, maintaining 

that direct talks would only lead to "to more Palestinian suffering as Israel goes on constructing settlements."

                               4.  Israel to Cooperate with UN Probe into Flotilla Raid 
 

The government is expected to cooperate with the United Nations' investigation into May's deadly Navy raid on a Gaza-bound 

flotilla, Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu informed UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon on Monday [August 2], following a 

discussion with his top six ministers and talks held in the past few weeks in a bid to ensure that the panel and its mandate would be 

balanced and fair.  The decision was made following a firm request by the UN chief. 
 

The expected cooperation [note - now confirmed] is part of Israel's process of drawing conclusions following the Goldstone Report, 

which accused the Israel Defense Forces of committing war crimes in Gaza during Operation Cast Lead.  Following his 

conversation with Ban on Monday, Netanyahu said that "Israel has nothing to hide.  Quite the oppositeé."

                           5.  In Turkey, British PM Likens Gaza to "Prison Camp" 
 

Britainôs Conservative Prime Minister David Cameron has indirectly attacked Israel by saying that Gaza was currently like a ñprison 

camp.ò  During a visit to Turkey, he also harshly criticized Israel's raid on a Gaza-bound flotilla in which nine Turkish activists 

were killed at the end of May.  Addressing reporters in Ankara, he said: ñThe Israeli attack on the Gaza flotilla was completely 

unacceptable.ò  In a reference to the blockade of the Gaza Strip, he said: ñThe situation in Gaza has to change.  Humanitarian goods 

and people must flow in both directions.  Gaza cannot and must not be allowed to remain a prison camp."  
 

However, Cameron also urged Turkey not to allow the incident to wreck its relationship with Israel.  On the flotilla raid, the UK 

prime minister - who heads a coalition government with the center-left Liberal Democrats - declared: ñI have told Prime Minister 

[Benjamin] Netanyahu we will expect the Israeli inquiry to be swift, transparent and rigorous.'ò

                                      6.  Israel Welcomes New EU Sanctions on Iran 
 

Israel has welcomed new European Union sanctions on Iran over their nuclear program, with a press statement posted on the 

Ministry of Foreign Affairs Web site calling the action by the EU a ñsignificant step.ò  The UKôs Foreign and Commonwealth 

Office Web site in its news section on Monday [July 26] said the sanctions are stronger than recent United Nationsô measures and 

include restrictions on the Iranian oil and gas industries and new limitations on their finance, transport and trade sectors.  
 

Prime Ministerôs Office spokesman Mark Regev spoke with Bridges for Peace about Israelôs response to the new sanctions and said 

the sanctions send ña clear message to Iran that it should abide by the demands of the international community.  Iran must pay a 

price for continuing to move ahead on its dangerous and reckless nuclear policies.ò

             7.  Egypt's Foreign Minister Responds to Hizbullah Threats of Violence  
 

Egyptian Foreign Minister Ahmad Aboul Gheit warned on Monday [July 26] that attempts to resolve regional issues by the use of 

force would undermine the stability of Lebanon, an apparent reference to Hizbullah chief Naôsrallahôs recent threat to resort to 

violence if and when his group is accused in the assassination of former Lebanese Prime Minister Rafiq Al-Hariri [that took place] 

five years ago.  The Special Lebanese Tribunal (SLT), an investigation into the Al-Hariri killing, is due to announce indictments and 

Naôsrallah said this week that he expects members of his group to be among those indicted.  He has referred to the SLT as ñan 

Israeli project.ò  
 

Regional leaders are moving to head-off instability in Lebanon.  King Abdullah of Saudi Arabia, Syrian President Bashar Al-Asad, 

and Qatari Emir Sheikh Hamad Bin Khalifa Al-Thani are all due to visit Beirut beginning with King Abdullah on Friday [July 30].

8.  Israel Exports Shift from West to East 
 

Israeli exports eastwards have increased more than 100% at the expense of European markets, according to a new report.  The 

United States is still Israel's main export destination, but India has now overtaken Europe as the second largest market, jumping 

from eighth place, while China climbed from 11th to fifth place, according to the Israeli Export Instituteé.  
 

Full diplomatic relations between Israel and these two countries were only established in 1992. The export to the United States in 

the first half of 2010 was valued at US $5.7 billion.  "First, this could be part of the global economic crisis.  This has been a bad 

year for Europe, so they are importing less, and it's been a good year for India and China with more stable consumers [markets]," 

Professor Joseph Zeira, from the Department of Economics at the Hebrew University, told The Media Line.

                     9.  Israel's Hard-won Disaster Expertise Reaches South America 
 

It was a strange twist of fate-at the same time an Israeli emergency response team was planning a program to train Chilean 

professionals in how to handle mass casualty situations, disaster struck in Chile, when an 8.8 Richter Scale earthquake hit the 

country in February, killing hundreds.  Last month [in June], an Israeli team of six professionals traveled to Santiago to analyze 

the aftermath of the disaster and hold a five-day workshop to train more than 300 emergency response personnel from Chile and 

Paraguay in how to deal with mass casualty events.  
 

Israel's long history of coping with terror and formidable road accidents has prepared the country to deal with the worst, says Gila 

Hyams, who heads the Teaching Center for Trauma Mass Casualty Situations at Rambam Hospital in Haifa. She and her team travel 

the world teaching medical staff and response teams how to deal with events that most people would prefer not to even think about.

                                                      10.  A Cancer Turn-Off 
 

An Israeli researcher has identified a common fat molecule that functions like a "switch," in that it can "switch on" cell growth in 

plants.  Now he's suggesting that the same mechanism can "turn off" the process that leads to the growth of cancerous tumors. 

Although plants and animals are very different organisms, they share a surprising number of biological mechanisms, says Prof. 

Shaul Yalovsky of Tel Aviv University (TAU).  
 

In his research, Yalovskyé. found that the fat molecule, or "switch" in plants, modulates a group of proteins called ROPs that are 

responsible for cell growth.  Proteins very similar to ROPs also exist in humans.  In humans, they are involved in wound healing, 

development of nerve cells in the brain, and also provide the chemical signals that tell cancer when to metastasize.

How can a parent think about buying 
school books or paying for tutors when they canôt even provide the basics of life? This is the condition of the families we 
assist through the Feed a Child Program.
