The
measures were contained in a mammoth US$ 662rbidiéense bill, which Obama signed despite havesgnvations about its
provisions on Iran. The sanctions require fordigns to make a choice between doing business Tgtiran's oil and financial
sectors or central bank, or the US economy anchdimhsector.

Foreign central banks which deal with the Iraniantcal bank on oil transactions could also facédlaimestrictions under the
new law. The White House held intense negotiatieitis Congress on the terms of the law's implenmténtagiven concerns that
sanctions on Iran's central bank could spark chrati®e global financial system and hike the pri€eib

Israeli exports totaled [US] $89 billion in 2014 4.5% increase compared to 2010, according todfgreleased Wednesday
[January 4] by the Israel Export and Internaticd@abperation Institute (IEICI). These data do metude the exports of startup
companies and acquisitions of Israeli startupsoogin companies.

These are impressive figures considering the ecanslowdown experienced by most of the world lasiry but disappointing in
comparison to the Israeli industry's achievemanfgevious years. Israeli exports recorded a gtgeainvth from 2002 to 2008,
dropped in 2009 due to the financial crisis, bapked by 19% in 2010. It should be noted that mb#ie increase in exports last
year stems from the growth in the export of seiwsapplied by Israeli companies abroad and in xpere of diamonds.

That means blood sugar levels have to be monitooatinuously, even (and especially) at night, whigdetics' blood sugar can
get dangerously out of control. But nighttime nmoring and dosing is a sleep-stealing activitytipatarly for parents of
diabetic children.

A new artificial pancreas developed in Israel mgvathem sweeter dreams. The MD-Logic was regetetsted on Israeli
children at an overnight diabetes summer campggounding success. The key is that the devictigae "thinks" like a
physician, says one of its developers, Eran Atfake Schneider Children's Medical Center in TelvAv. The medical device is
still in the prototype stage, so for now it reqeig®nnection to a laptop computer that can beezhim a backpack or set beside
the bed. The general idea is to turn it into a ifeatevice, so it can work night and day to reguiiglicose levels.
